· Relay games; form 2 or more teams. 

1) Pick up a wet sponge from a bucket and pass it to the next person in line from your team. The last person in line wrings the sponge in the cup of water. That same person runs with the dry sponge to the bucket and fills sponge with water again passes it to the next person in line and starts the process again. The team that fills 2 cups of water wins the relay. (supplies for each team:  2 glass cups of equal height and 1 large sponge)

2) Pass the sponge filled with water under the feet of one 1st person, and over the head of 2nd person. Keep passing the sponge till you reach the end of the line. Whoever reaches the end of the line with the most water left in the sponge wins. Measure the water in a glass cup. (supplies: 1 glass cup and one large sponge).
3) Use water gun/pumps to make the beach ball move into the opponents’ goal line. It can be played as a soccer match, but instead of kicking the ball you have to use water pressure to make the ball move. You cannot block or touch the beach ball with your feet/body. (supplies: 4 water guns and bucket filled with water for each team, one beach ball, smooth cement surface).

4) Use Baloons or ball between the legs and run to an end point, turn around and give the ball to your next teammate to run; the team wins when the last person reaches back to the starting line. (supplies per team: one balloon or one ball)

5) Same relay can be done with jumping rope.  or two ¼ liter bottle under both arms and run; or frisbee on head ; or hold plastic spoon in mouth with a ping pong balls on the spoon/ or jumping sack/ or make wheelbarrow with 2 kids.
6) 3 legged race. While 2 people are running with their feet tied; the next 2 people are are getting ready and tying their feet ready for their turn. (supplies : each team needs at least 2 ties). 
OTHER GAMES:
1) Scavenger hunt; hide  50-100 mini ducks thru the campus and let the little kids find the items; best played with children under 9. Make 2 teams; give a set amount of time and parameters for searching and at end of day announce the winning team. Collect the ducks ( count them at end of each day, make sure to collect all 50) and do it again the next day. Last day divide the ducks equally and let kids take them home. 

2) Make a list of items; give the list to each team, give them a time allotted for the search and parameters for searching; example 3 flowers, black rock, white rock, feather, green leaf, brown leaf, piece of plastic, piece of metal, piece of glass, etc., shoelace, sock, ring, coin, etc.

3) Tug of War: divide the teams equally in body height and weight.
4) Parachute game and beach ball (how high can you throw, how many times can you keep the ball in the air. Search you tube games for ideas on using parachutes.

5) Water balloon toss. (It’s like the egg toss game, but with water balloons). Every time the leaders gives the green light, one side of the line tosses the water balloon to the person on the other side of the line ; and the lines of people get farther and farther apart. The last team of 2 people that kept their balloon alive win. 

6) Go around in a circle and each person makes a new hand motion, repeating all the other people ahead of him/her.  Go around the circle twice and those that make mistake are out.

11) Do you like your neighbor?. A circle of chairs. One person stands in the middle and asks another person in the chair: do you like your neighbors? “yes, especially those that….. like ice cream”. Those that fit the description get up and trade places.  You have to move at least 2 seats over. The last person standing asks the next question. If the person sais, NO, I don’t like my neighbors (the people to the right and left have to trade places, and the one standing has to take one of those 2 seats).
